Orcas are white underneath and almost 
entirely black on top, apart from a large, 
roughly oval white patch just behind each 

eye. These colors and patterns help to hide 

them in the water.

Orcas’ large, smooth, and strong bodies are 

streamlined, which allows them to swim at 

around 65 km/h (40 mph).

They usually have between 40 and 56 conical 

teeth, each about 8 cm long. These let 
orcas cut into and tear things easily. Orcas 

also have large jaw muscles, giving them a 

powerful bite.
