But the less he
eats, the bigger he feels. How long can Jake punish himself before he truly disappears?

A fictionalized account of the author’s experiences and emotions living in residential
treatment facilities as a young teen with an eating disorder, Louder than Hunger is a triumph
of raw honesty. With a deeply personal afterword for context, this much-anticipated

verse novel is a powerful model for muffling the destructive voices inside, managing and
articulating pain, and embracing self-acceptance, support and love.
