Louise is 17, she wants to become a dancer, like her mother. She wants to leave home to follow a course, and talks about it

to her parents, Camille and Vincent. But Vincent is absolutely against Louise’s desire to follow her dream and accuses Camille
to have influenced Louise. He underlines how unsuccessful has Camille been as a dancer, how she is good for nothing and

a financial burden. Day after day, this becomes a true psychological lynching and when Louise asks Camille about her relation
to Vincent, Camille finally shares how difficult everyday life is, opens up about motherhood and creativity, which come from
the same place, her fear of having made the wrong choice and her lack of confidence. That evening, when Vincent comes
home, Camille finds the courage to face him and plead in favour of Louise’s project, finding a sort of freedom.

Throughout the pages,
long-suppressed secrets are revealed and Edith’s world collapses.

The liberation of speech will then allow the young woman to rebuild herself.
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
